b. RESO 2007-108, authorizes the Mayor to execute a contract with Total Development, Inc., for the construction and installation of sanitary sewer along and about Macedonia Road, in the amount of $118,137.50.

c. RESO 2007-109, authorizes the Mayor to execute an agreement with Baldwin Paving Company, Inc., for phase one of the construction of sidewalk and related improvements in Lancer Subdivision, in the amount of $149,097.50.

d. RESO 2007-110, authorizes the Mayor to execute a contract with Professional Service Industries, Inc., for the removal and remediation of all underground storage tanks located at 4425 Marietta Street, in the amount of $25,427.
